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THE LATEST NEWS ON NON-
ETHANOL FUEL
By Bill Jabs

Gasoline laden with ethanol has been a
problem for classic car owners ever since it
was mandated in 2007 (in Oregon). Not
only does ethanol fuel deteriorate faster,
your car gets poor gas mileage, and it
contains additives that deteriorate seals and
gaskets, causing further problems for classic
car owners. Thankfully, our Oregon
legislature has passed a law that allows the
use of norethanol fuel in any vehicle,
beginning January 1, 2010. Only time will
tell how many service stations will sell non
ethanol fuel, but at least it will be legal.

It then becomes a business
decision for marketers if they offer non
ethanol or not.
